The Importance of Being Earnest
A riotous romp 
by Oscar Wilde

One of the most performed plays of all time; Oscar Wilde makes fun of the English upper classes with light-hearted satire and dazzling humor. The play's focuses on Jack and Algernon, two flippant young men, who, in order to impress their respected beloveds, pretend that their names are “Ernest,” which both young ladies believe confers magical qualities on the possessor.
Oscar Wilde made his reputation in the theatre world between the years 1892 and 1895 with a series of highly popular plays. Lady Windermere's Fan (1892) dealt with a blackmailing divorcée driven to self-sacrifice by maternal love. In A Woman of No Importance (1893) an illegitimate son is torn between his father and mother. An Ideal Husband (1895) dealt with blackmail, political corruption and public and private honor and The Importance of Being Earnest (1895) originally produced at the St. James Theater, London, on February 14, 1895.

At the height of his success his intimate association with Alfred Douglas led to his trial on charges of homosexuality and he was sentenced to two years hard labor for the crime of sodomy. 

Wilde died of cerebral meningitis on November 30, 1900, penniless, in a cheap Paris hotel at the age of 46.
The Importance of Being Earnest cast includes Spencer Reedy as Jack, Jason Maxwell as Algernon, Chelley Canales as Cecily, Stacey Nelms as Gwendolyn, Nick Ortiz-Trammell as Lane, Michelle A. Grimes as Miss Prism, Suzanne Mayer as Lady Bracknell, Luke A. Terry as Rev. Chausable and Ted Bishop as Merriman.
